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��� Message from the Chair

The City of Toronto commissioned a Study
to advise them on how to best handle
sewage. The Report called "Biosolids
Master Plan" was completed in 2004 and
recommended three options for the

Highland Creek Treatment Plant  (located at the end
of Beechgrove Drive and isolated within residential
streets).

1. The preferred option was to upgrade the existing
system to more efficient incinerators. Admittedly,
incineration does cause some pollution, but the new
high tech incinerators with scrubbers,  reduce
emissions substantially.

2. Truck the untreated waste out, to be used as
fertilizer. (It could be absorbed by plants and animals
and get into our food chain).

3. Truck the untreated sewage to land fill.

So here is the scoop on poop! For seven years
following the release of the "Biosolids Master Plan",
there has been a number of proposals, studies,
evaluation and back & forth re-evaluation on the
sewage issue. This has resulted in years of delay  by
City Council and spinning of wheels at City Works

Department. The end result, as it now stands, City
Council has voted NOT to follow the preferred
recommendation of the Master Plan (which was to
incinerate) but to transport this untreated toxic
sewage  out to be used as fertilizer or land fill. This
material known as SLUDGE (or Sewage Cake) has
only 5% water; therefore it cannot be transported in
sealed tanker trucks, so it has to be moved by dump
trucks, which by their design can not be sealed.

For local residents this means 5 - 7 trucks of this
sludge will be trucked along our residential
streets every day.  Potentially dripping and dropping
this waste along their route exposing residents and
children to this concentrated untreated toxic
sewage . We as a community find this solution
completely irresponsible and unacceptable, and need
you to help us raise awareness by letting City
Council know your strong objection  to this course
of action. If a string of trucks hauling toxic waste along
our streets is Major Fords' Gravy Train then let him
know we want it stopped.

Two types of sewer systems 
• The sanitary system takes the used water from

homes and businesses to a wastewater treatment
plant for cleaning. 

• The storm sewer system — the square grates on
the side of the road — takes rainwater and melted
snow from the streets and releases it, untreated,
into local streams, rivers, and Lake Ontario.

To prevent dirty car wash water from running
into the storm sewer system:
 1. Use “car wash facilities” - These facilities are 

required to treat wastewater before discharging 
it into the sanitary sewer system.

 2. Find a location where the wastewater won’t flow 
into the storm sewer. - Washing cars on a 
grassy lawn or gravel surface allows  the 
wastewater to be absorbed by the soil. Washing 
the car on your lawn doubles the “water use” by 
giving your lawn a good watering at the same 
time.

 3. Dispose of the wastewater into the sanitary 
sewer. Use a pail, washcloth and only a small 
amount of water, wipe the car dry and dispose of 
the waste water into the sanitary sewer through 
a laundry sink or toilet.

Car wash tips to stay green:
• Don’t use soap. Use a small amount of

environmentally friendly water-based detergent

that is phosphate and NPE free. Car-care products
that contain harmful chemicals should be avoided.

• Don’t wash your car during drought conditions.
• Re-think the need to wash your car, if rain is in the

forecast.
• For charity car washes, partner with commercial

car wash facilities or follow the other tips above to
ensure your fund raising event is environmentally
friendly!

The City of Toronto has a Sewers By-law that 
prohibits the discharge of any water other than 
storm water or melted snow into the storm 
sewers. 
To report a spill or discharge of any hazardous 
substances to the storm sewer, call 311.

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Every five years our country embarks on a huge 
undertaking, a census of every person living in this 
country. Cities, businesses, academics, home builders 
and others depend on the census to make decisions 
which affect all of us. Census Day 2011 is May 10. Don't 
be left out - when your census questionnaire arrives, be 
part of the action! 
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On February 24 the second in a series of round tables for 
leaders of the many faith communities in our area takes 
place. The first in the series, held some months ago, 
attracted over 20 priests, ministers, imams and clergy 
from the various worshipping groups in Scarborough. 
Many of those present said they had never met some of 
the people whose company they were enjoying that day. 
The consensus was that, despite the wide variety of 
beliefs around the table, the common thread which binds 
all worshippers together is a concern for people, and a 
desire to find ways to alleviate the problems people are 
facing.
The opportunity to discuss aspects of this concern was 
appreciated, and it was agreed that gatherings of this sort 
should be repeated. I look forward to hosting more forums 
(open only by invitation to faith leaders) in the future.
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Recently, the world watched in horror as a violent 
earthquake, followed by an enormous tsunami wave, hit 
the island nation of Japan. For most of us, this faraway 
country is a place we have never been and know little 
about.
But for the people who live in Momiji, the lovely white hi-
rise on Kingston Road for senior Japanese people, this 
cataclysm was causing death and destruction to their own 
homeland. Some had been in Canada for years, but their 
hearts, and so many of their own families and friends, 
were still in the place they had known and loved since 
childhood. 
Within the first few days, the tenants and staff of Momiji 
had raised over $6,000 for relief efforts, transferred 
through the Red Cross. This charity is recognized and 
respected in Japan, and will use the donations to alleviate 
the suffering of the thousands of people now homeless, 
without a place to go, and mourning the loss of relatives 
lost in the catastrophe.
I commend their efforts, and urge you to support them by 
donating online at www.redcross.ca/momiji or their own 
website www.momiji.on.ca. Your gift will also be gratefully 
accepted at Momiji itself, 3555 Kingston Road, just east of 
Markham Road.

¾ cup buttermilk, 1% M.F. 175 ml
½ cup unsweetened applesauce 125 ml
1 tsp vanilla 5 ml
1½ cups whole wheat flour 375 ml
1 cup all-purpose flour 250 ml

¼ cup ground flax seed 50 ml
½ cup unsweetened cocoa powder 125 ml
1 tsp baking powder 5 ml
1 tsp baking soda 5 ml
2 cups finely grated zucchini 500 ml
¾ cup dark chocolate chips 175 ml
 1. Preheat oven to 350°F (180°C).
 2. Spray two 8x4-inch (1.5 L) loaf pans with non-

stick cooking spray.
 3. In a large bowl, beat together brown sugar and 

oil until mixed.
 4. Beat in eggs, one at a time, until creamy.
 5. With a wooden spoon, stir in buttermilk, 

applesauce and vanilla.
 6. In a medium bowl, stir together whole-wheat 

flour, all-purpose flour, ground flax seed, cocoa 
powder, baking powder and baking soda.

 7. Using a wooden spoon, stir dry ingredients into 
buttermilk mixture until moistened.

 8. Fold in zucchini and chocolate chips just until 
combined. Do not over-mix.

 9. Equally divide batter into prepared pans.
 10.Bake for 60-65 minutes, or until a tester inserted 

in the centre of the loaves comes out clean.
 11.Let cool in pans on a rack for 25 minutes.
 12.Invert loaves onto a rack, remove pans and let 

cool completely.

I would like to thank everyone for joining me and my staff at 
my International Women's Day Celebration on March 16th 
with keynote speaker The Hon. Jean Augustine, Fairness 
Commissioner of Ontario. This very empowering and 
informative event was held at Centennial College Residence 
and Conference Centre.

On March 18th I hosted a community skating party at 
Scarborough Village Recreation Centre. It was wonderful to 
see so many families, children and friends enjoying 
themselves on the ice. It was truly a delight for me to skate 
with the children.
Our Government continues to improve the quality of life for families and delivers results for the people of Scarborough-

Ontario Rules Out Offshore Wind Projects
The Government of Ontario has announced that it is not proceeding with the proposed offshore wind projects.
"We are taking a cautious approach to offshore wind in order to allow for the development of scientific research, to ensure 
that all energy projects are developed in a way that protects the environment and human health. "The Ministry of the 
Environment’s first priority is that all energy projects "Renewable energy is helping Ontario improve air quality by getting off 
coal-fired generation, and it is creating new jobs in the clean energy economy”. 

Education 
Education is one of the most important investments that our government can make to ensure the future of our province.
An educated workforce is a key factor in a strong economy. From the perspective of someone entering the workforce, 
having a post-secondary education or training is more important than ever before.
Starting September 2011, students will find it easier to transfer credits among Ontario colleges and universities. Ontario's 
new credit transfer system will reduce the need for students to repeat similar courses or years at different institutions, 
allowing them to complete their studies sooner, saving them time and money! We are introducing a new Credit Transfer 
Innovation Fund to help universities and colleges develop more credit transfer options for students. As well, Ontario Student 
Assistance Program (OSAP) applications will now be available in February instead of May, three months earlier than 
before. And we have launched Ontario's first interactive mobile app that allow students to check their OSAP account from 
any smart phone. In addition, Ontario is putting applications for part-time students on a brand new OSAP website. These 
changes will help students plan their budgets earlier and better understand the various types of financial assistance 
available.
Ontario will welcome new students into the Co-op Diploma Apprenticeship program when classes begin at 13 colleges in 
2011-12. This will enable students to pursue both diploma courses at college and on-the-job apprenticeship training for a 
related skilled trade which will benefit them in finding a job in this competitive job market.
