
     
 
When we first established our Community Website we 
tried to set out the goals for our Community 
Association this way: 
 
“The goal of our Association is to promote a safe and 
peaceful community in West Hill, where residents can 
live, work, shop and play together. We have 
representatives on the 43 Division’s Community 
Police Liaison Committee; we fight to insure 
appropriate residential and commercial development 
within our borders, meet regularly with local political 
leaders, promote the support of local businesses, host 
events like Picnics, Beautification Projects, Seminars 
Community Clean Up and Garage Sale Days. Through 
these efforts we hope to make West Hill a healthier, 
safer and more attractive environment for us all.” 
 
How have we done so far to live up to these goals?  
Ron Wootton and Barry Fraser have met monthly with 
senior police officers at 43 Division to bring the 
concerts of the community to the highest level 
possible. As members of the Community Policy 
Liaison Committee we are able to speak directly with 
Superintendent De Grano. As part of the Toronto 
Parks, Forest and Recreation’s series on Public Safety, 
we sponsored the community lecture on Bullying in 
Schools.  
Seven members of our Executive volunteered to help 
out with the highly successful 43 Division open house 
that attracted nearly 2000 of our neighbours for a tour 
of the station. 
When a developer attempted to get approval for an 
adjustment to build four houses on a lot large enough 
 

to accommodate only two, we fought the case past 
the Ontario Municipal Board all the way to the 
Ontario Ombudsman. 
We assisted with the Manse Valley Community 
Association’s Fun Day at Heron Park, that saw 
nearly 500 people stop by our booth.  With three live 
bands, numerous displays, dozens of prizes, an open 
market, and games for the kids, it was an inspiring 
sight. 
In May we helped bring Toronto’s Deputy Mayor 
Joe Pantalone and TV host Mark Cullen to Eastview 
Park to celebrate the first display of the daffodils we 
planted last October. The tug-of-war, free hot dogs 
and our local fire truck on display, it proved a 
memorable day. 
On Earth Day, with the help of Storefront and the 
Green Thumb club we picked up over 200 bags of 
garbage from our streets and parks. We spoke with 
City Councillor Paul Ainslie about the industrial 
garbage on the path between Galloway and the GO 
station and his office had the area cleaned up within 
two days. We promoted Neighbour’s Night Out in 
conjunction with Neighbourhood Watch; and held 
our second annual Community Garage Sale.

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Dear Residents of the Coronation Community: 
 
 
The Council Fall Season is proving to be a very eventful.  With 
the talk of cost containment measures and  the Monday 
community centre closings on everyone’s mind, both my City 
Hall and Constituency office lines have been ringing off the 
hook.   

Never in my years at City Hall have I witnessed such a division 
amongst City Councillors.  All of them I know are serving their 
constituency in the best way they know how, but our manners of 
serving the citizens of Toronto vary.   
 
The land transfer tax and vehicle registration tax issue remains 
the focal point at my community Town Hall meetings, meet and 
greets and the number one topic at my environment day held on 
Saturday September 15. 
 
Almost every resident who has approached me is against both 
proposed taxes and have requested that I not vote on opening the 
matter but wait until the October 22 vote as was determined at 
last July’s meeting. 
 
During my campaign I stated that I was fiscally responsible and 
would consider appropriate tax increases which would coincide 
with the cost of living index.  Many of my residents are on fixed 
incomes whether they are seniors or young families, tax increases 
do affect our day to day living. 
 
If the proposed land transfer tax is adopted I don’t see a healthy 
housing market for the City of Toronto.  It will affect both first 
time buyers, seniors looking for smaller accommodations or 
growing families looking for larger homes.  It could as one of my 
constituents stated “land lock” a homeowner.   
  
Yes the City must raise revenue to invest in City building but I 
don’t think this is a fair tax I believe it will hurt Toronto in the 
long run. 
 
I do refer to resident’s suggestions when sitting at the Budget 
table and I would like to thank all of you who have taken the time 
to write to me on this issue as well as other budgetary issues.�
 

Local Issues: 
 
4314 Kingston Road – Common Elements Condominium 
Application Final Report  

Was passed at Scarborough Community Council at its meeting on 
September 10, 2007.  The application is in accordance to the 
Kingston Road revitalization Plan. This application proposes a 
common elements condominium consisting of a private roadway 
and 9 visitor parking spaces. The applicant is currently 
constructing a 39-unit free hold townhouse development divided 
into 7 blocks.  The application for common elements 
condominium is necessary to provide legal access to the 
individual townhouse units and to ensure ongoing shared 
ownership and maintenance of the roadway, sidewalk and visitor 
parking spaces. 

 
Proposed Speed Limit Reduction on Falaise Road 

Scarborough Community Council will address the matter of 
decreasing the speed limit to 40 km/hr on Faliase Road.  After 
listening to constituents at a Community meeting last spring, it was 
advised that motorists are traveling at a high rate on Falaise Road.  
Our City Staff have confirmed this and are recommending that 
Council adopt the 40 kilometre per hour speed limit on Falaise 
Road as per my recommendation which is consistent to many of the  

Falaise Road Request for Speed Humps 

During a community meeting held on Monday June 4,2007 to 
discuss traffic calming measures on Falaise Road, it was suggested 
that speed humps be installed on the road.  Residents on Falaise 
Road have submitted to me a petition with this request.  During the 
meeting All Burrows, Supervisor Traffic Engineering made clear 
the policy stipulations needed for the City to consider and move 
forward on a speed hump request.  One of the measures is that a 
sidewalk must be present on at least one side of the street if not 
both.  This measure can not be overlooked and is not reversible – 
the City’s liability would not be able to support such a request 
without a sidewalk present and nor will Council.  Staff will be 
mailing out a letter to the residents of Falaise Road with a the 
details of the policy.

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THE SOUL OF THE CITY  
 

Pier Giorgio Di Cicco 
Poet Laureate of the City of Toronto  
 
The soul of the city perhaps begins with the avoida nce of the global soul, or shall say we the “soul- lessness” of the 
global. We are in danger of letting the multination als and the corporate zeitgeist get the better of l ocal flavor. 
 
There's no escaping the virtual project of the plan et; keeping in mind that information technology enr iches, exten ds 
our domain, generates wealth and makes life easier if not profound, we also recognize that it robs us of the 
indigenous, the flavored, the local. And that is th e challenge of the contemporary city; the question of how to be 
international and at the same time unique. 
 
It is hard to remain unique in the global arena. Ha rd to build a city that reflects one’s heritage, on e's lived ethos; 
hard to foster an urban rhythm faithful to the hear tbeat of one’s town. 
 
We don't want to be swallowed up in that formless  thing called the “Global”. We need to compete, but  we want to stay 
true to the character and signature of our cities. We have to cherish and safeguard our own urban expe rience. 
 
How do we safeguard that urban experience? A city f irst must be on guard agai nst those things that corrode its 
humanity.   It must stay clear of unnecessary proce duralism and shun the endless protocol that is the child of global 
paranoia. Global security is the mammoth concern th at urges the civic individual to want to escape by “b arrier” 
construction and public and private space that is n egotiated; i.e. safe and consequently poor in the r esource of 
adventure. Let us be clear; safety and adventure ar e philosophically at odds.   And finally, it looks like the civic 
creature, for all the lip service to “buzz”, is opting for safety. An d this amounts to a need to withdraw. Yes, 
withdraw; those who of us who have been on the plan et for a while know that the instinct for human enc ounter is under 
siege. Beleaguered in the theme park of ideo logies and irreconcilable diversities, the global c itizen, stunned by the 
loss of a cohesive ideological fabric, has responde d with boundary laws, privacy regulations, and gate d communities. A 
civic distrust has permeated our cities, as a respo nse to fragm entation and inventories of discredited institution s. 
The result has been an increase in crime, mental un - health, and violence that is inversely proportional  to the 
joylessness of the urban experiment. A general “sul lenness” has pervaded the citizenry as a  response to the lack of 
social cohesion. Instead of being a forum of deligh t, the city has become a forum of distrust. 
The soul of a city speaks the absence or presence o f civic trust— that robustness without which creativity is 
impossible. 
 
The “creative city”, nonetheless, is the rallying cry of a city c oncerned with “soul”. Creativity is that expression  
by which the citizen recognizes an existential that  completes its destiny through other people. 
 
The premise of encounter alone justifies the city. It assumes that by discovering each other we discov er ourselves. 
 
The creative city is taken to mean different things . It 
means to prosper and to assert one’s heritage in a climate 
of adventure. It means innovation to those who woul d marry 
commerce and imagination. It means a welcoming city with 
places in which to relax, with people free to inven t and 
encounter, through the arts, in public spaces and t hrough 
architecture.   But architecting a city is first ab out 
constructing the space between people,  the metaphysical 
space¦ the way they feel about each other and for e ach 
other. 
 
This conjoins the physical space with the spiritual  in an 
area that I call “civic aesthetic”. 
 
For until we have architected the civic space betwe en each 
other, we will inevit ably put up bad buildings, confused 
infrastructure and obscure the project of city spir it.

1. Smoke Alarms 
Test Monthly. 
Change the batteries at least twice a year. 
Replace the alarm according to the manufacturer’s 
instructions. 

2. Have a fire Escape Plan 
Draw a floor plan of your home 
Practice crawling low to avoid heat and smoke 
Decide on an outside meeting place and from where 
you will call the fire department 
Remind everyone to get out and stay out. 
Practice your escape routes with each family member. 

3. Install a Carbon Monoxide Detector 
Install and maintain according to manufacturers 
instructions. 
Carbon monoxide is odourless, colourless and deadly. 
Have your fuel burning appliances (natural gas, 
propane, wood) and chimney checked by qualified 
service personnel annually. 

4. Practice Kitchen Fire Safety 
Don’t leave cooking unattended.  Turn the stove off 
even if you leave for just a second. 
Wear snug fitting clothes to avoid catching pot 
handles. 
Turn pot handle inwards to avoid bumped them and 
out of reach of children. 
Enforce a child free zone (1 meter) around the stove 
when you cook. 
Avoid cooking when tired or on medication that makes 
you drowsy. 
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       5.    Keep Matches and Lighters Out of Sight 
              Teach children to tell you if they find matches or lighters. 
              Remind them that they are tools for grown ups. 

6. Careless Smoking Causes Fires 
Never Smoke in Bed 
Provide large non-tip ashtrays 
Soak butts before dumping them 
Check in and around furniture for smouldering ashes or 
cigarette butts after smoking. 

7. Use Electricity Safely 
Warning signs that appliances may be having electrical 
problems are: 
Flickering Lights 
Odd Smells 
Tripping circuit breakers 
Never pinch cords under furniture or run cords under rugs. 
Do not use extension cords as permanent wiring 

8. Space Heaters and Portable Heaters 
Keep anything that could burn such as books and clothing at 
least 1 meter away from portable heaters 
Shut off when you leave the room 

9. Housekeeping 
Regularly remove any potential hazards from your home such 
as flammable paints, solvents and excessive papers etc. 
Keep furnace room area free from combustibles. 

10. Stop, Drop and Roll 
If your clothes catch fire… Don’t run…STOP..DROP cover 
your face and ROLL 
If a burn occurs – cool and call. 
Begin cooling the burn and call for help immediately.
