
     
 
The time since the last edition of our newsletter has 
been one of both inspiration and frustration. 
 

We were deeply touched by the huge turnout for our 
bulb planning day at Eastview Park. When I looked 
out the window on a cold and threatening October 
morning, I wondered if anyone would show up to help 
us with the planting. The bulbs and been ordered and 
were delivered by the Toronto Parks and Trees 
Foundation. Thousands of them! The Toronto Parks, 
Recreation and Forest Department had donated the 
space, Scarborough Storefront and the Boys and Girls 
Club, had promised volunteers, local stores had 
donated food and drink, Enbridge had provided the 
barbeque and Honda had supplied tents. Our own 
Executive had promised to be out in force. But as I 
looked out on the grey and threatening October skies 
that morning, I had major doubts about the day. 
 

I dressed warmly and headed for the Park, thinking I 
would be the first to arrive and wondering if anyone 
else would be foolish enough to show up. But by the 
time I reached the corner of Poplar and Coronation I 
could already see a handful of volunteers there before 
me, kneeling in the dirt, with row upon row of daffodil 
bulbs spread out before them waiting to be planted. By 
noon, hundreds of people were out, the sun was 
shinning, music was playing, and scores of hot dogs 
were on the barbeque. 
 

Soon enough it will be spring and thousands of 
beautiful daffodils will bring East View Park to life. 
Year after year, thanks to everyone who donated their 
time to this great community effort. 
 

East View School was also the site of our first All 
Candidates meeting for the November municipal 
election. By now we had faith in our Community 
and were not surprised by the turnout that filled the 
auditorium. Our political representatives have come 
to see that our community is a force on the political 
map. Plans are currently underway for us to host a 
Provincial All Candidates night before the October 
10th election. I’m sure I’ll see you there. 
 
On the frustrating side, the CCA, local neighbours, 
our City Councillors, the City Planning Commission 
and City Lawyers all opposed the “minor” variance 
being requested by a developer interested in 
cramming four homes onto a lot zoned for two. The 
lot in question is the extension of French Avenue 
between Kitchener and Poplar Roads, south of 
Coronation. We had won the day at the zoning 
committee, but the decision was appealed by the 
developer to the Ontario Municipal Board. There, 
despite the combined opposition, the Board ruled in 
the developers favour. The CCA appealed the 
decision but our appeal was denied. Of course we 
had all heard horror stories about the OMB, but this 
was our first experience. We were not impressed.

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Dear Residents of the Coronation Community: 
 
I have with pleasure taken on roles at City Hall as the Vice Chair of 
the Budget Committee, as well as being named to sit on several 
boards and committees including the TRCA, Rouge Valley, the 
Guild Renaissance Group, the General Government Committee, the 
Toronto Public Library Board, the Toronto Atmospheric Fund, the 
Striking Committee and Vice Chair of the Business Advisory 
Board.   
The City lost a hearing at the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB) for 
the piece of vacant property which the City had declared surplus 
and sold at the west end of French Ave. between Kitchener and 
Poplar Roads.  
The parcel was sold by the City with the intention of having two 
homes constructed. The developer who purchased it, spoke to the 
City's Planning Department with the desire to construct town homes 
on the property, he was sent away to try again. He returned with a 
plan for two single family residential homes at each end. After 
being rejected by our Planning Department, he sought approval at 
the Committee of Adjustment, which was denied. He appealed the 
decision to the OMB, which overturned it, in the developers favour, 
even though it was not supported by the area residents, the 
community association, City staff, Myself or Councillor Soknacki.  
A letter has been delivered to area residents elaborating on the 
OMB's decision, as well as why City Legal staff much to my 
disappointment where not able to satisfactorily find a means to 
appeal the OMB decision. I have sent a letter to the Chair of the 
OMB, Attorney General Michael Bryant, and also our M.P.P., Mary 
Anne Chambers. My office will also be circulating a petition asking 
for changes in municipal legislation and submitting it to MPP 
Chambers. 
4097 Lawrence Avenue East development proposal, one public 
meeting has been held to request that the developer outline its plans 
for a four storey thirty unit residential apartment building. As the 
result of the community meeting and staff review, the developer 
agreed to revise the concept. City staff have reviewed that second 
set of plans and still find them lacking,  their recent letter to the 
developer summarizes their position: "The revised submission ... 
has not adequately addressed matters raised to date in the 
Preliminary Staff Report, comments from technical circulations and 
input from the community consultation meeting. Issues unresolved 
... include access and parking, garbage storage, and overall fit and 
compatibility. It will be necessary to address these outstanding 
issues before any further processing of this application can occur." 
The fit and compatibility issues deal with the developer not 
adequately explaining what type of housing the units will be for, as 
well as the fact there is a large day care in operation next door to 
this site. 
4177 Lawrence Avenue East, the developer is in the final stages of 
completing the site. In late October the developer appeared before 
the Committee of Adjustment to request the creation of parking 
spaces abutting their property line and some technical variances. 
Residents on adjacent Marlena Drive pointed out that some of these 
new parking spaces could intrude on their privacy. Also they 
preferred a solid fence to discourage parking on Marlena for the 
new subdivision. The developer and Committee of Adjustment 
agreed with their position. As a condition for 
the variances, the developer agreed to install a 1.8m (6 ft) high solid 
fence along the portion of the property line in question. When I 
drove through the site last week, the fence had been properly 
installed. The subdivision name has been approved. Richard 
Schofield of the Scarborough Preservation Panel recommended the 
name "Florist Lane" for the interior road of the subdivision. Mr. 
Schofield pointed out that a florist business carried on business at 
the site previously. The street name has been adopted.

4274 Kingston Road located at Kingston Road and Galloway the 
plans call for 14 townhouses on Kingston Road, 19 townhouses on 
Galloway and 20 townhouses on a private road. Planning staff and 
the proponent are in discussions on a revised plan that will address 
the City's concerns and still provide the proponent with a viable 
development. Infill townhouse spacing and enough room for tree 
planting and parking spaces are some of the questions still to be 
resolved.  
The water tower on Lawrence Avenue east of Galloway Road is 
scheduled to be demolished by August of this year.  City Staff have 
will hire a consultant and start the structural design and 
specifications required for the demolition of the water tower. The 
demolition contractor will be hired and on site this summer. 
Developments at Morningside Mall are beginning to take shape.  It 
is scheduled for demolition for late summer or early fall of this 
year.  The project should be completed by the summer of 2008.  
Some of the amenities on the site will be: CIBC, TD bank, Cadet 
Cleaners, Pizza Hut, and Shoppers’ Drug Mart. 
Ward 43 Festival of Lights Recognition Awards went out to 180 
recipients, beautifying our community brings much life to the 
neighbourhood which encourages all of us to be good neighbours.

Identity theft is the fastest growing consumer crime in 
North America.  This crime affects more people every day and 
the reality is that most people think it can’t or won’t happen to 
them.  The recent increase in this type of crime is largely due to 
the availability or card skimming devices and increased 
criminal involvement in computer hacking. 

Identity theft occurs when an individual uses another 
person’s identity for the purpose of committing a fraud or for 
financial gain.  Using very basic personal information like 
name, address and Social Insurance Number, identity thieves 
apply for loans, mortgages, credit cards, lease vehicles or 
apartments and engage in other criminal behaviour, all using 
the stolen identity.  This often leaves the innocent victim 
responsible for deal with the financial and legal implications as 
well as the challenge of re-establishing their good credit 
standing. 

Identity thieves have been known to use cameras to 
record your PIN numbers, credit card numbers at POS 
terminals.  Some may even go to the trouble to search through 
your trash to find what they need from old bank or credit card 
statements.  Identity thieves steal personal mail or have is 
redirected to another mailing address or post office box.  
Thieves are looking for new credit cards, pre-approved credit 
card offers, insurance statements, income tax information, 
investment documents and employer benefit forms.  

A new scam (used on the internet) is called Pharmers. 
- Identity thieves simply redirect internet users from legitimate 
sites to fraudulent sites that have been disguised to look like the 
original sites.  This is done through the use of an imbedded 
link, which claims to bring you to a secure site. When the users 
enter their login name and password, identity thieves are able 
to capture this information for future use.  
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TIPS for Computer Users: 
- Never use a public computer for financial transactions 
- Install virus protection software and be sure to update it regularly 
- Visit web sites that begin with the prefix http:/ 
- Look for the icon of a lock or unbroken key at the bottom of the 

screen, indication the site is secure. 
 

How to Protect Yourself: 
- Report the loss or theft of personal identification, credit cards or 

bank cards immediately to the police and the issuing Company. Do 
not delay reporting as this provides an opportunity for the thieves 
to use the information before it is reported to the proper authorities   

- Conduct a yearly credit bureau check of your credit status 
- Shred or destroy personal documents before placing them in the 

garbage or a recycle bin.  
- Shield the keypad with your hand to protect your PIN when using 

bank or debit cards. 
- Know when your utility bills, financial and credit card statements 

are due to arrive and contact the company if an unreasonable delay 
occurs. 

- Never give your PIN number to anyone and avoid the use of your 
telephone or SIN number as a PIN. 

- If you are going to be away, arrange to have a trusted person pick 
up your mail or use the “Hold Mail” service available from Canada 
Post. 

- Regularly check you bank account and payment card account 
status (on-line banking) for any unauthorized deductions or 
charges. 

- Avoid carrying your birth certificate, passport or Social Insurance 
Number.
