There were 
endless rumours of Morningside Mall being 
demolished. Indeed the Nightly News broadcasts 
would lead you to believe the entire City of Toronto 
was in inexorable decline, dragging West Hill down 
with it. 
 
But over the years there were signs of a different 
future. The building of a Tim Horton’s, the arrival of 
the Friendly Greek Restaurant, the Expansion of the 
Guildwood GO/VIA Parking lot, new houses replacing 
old throughout our established neighborhoods, 
properties undergoing substantial renovation, and the 
rebuilding of Heron Park Community Centre.. 
 
Then the pace of change began to speed up. The Guild 
GO/VIA Station and its tracks underwent a major 
multi million dollar upgrade. A new treed median 
went in along Kingston Rd. The Mall finally did come 
down and a modern Shopping Centre is rising in its 
place. A new Condominium is planned for the 
Shamrock gas station site at Payzac.  The new LEEDS 
certified 43 Division Police station went in at Manse 
and Lawrence.  Crime rates declined by over 8%.  A 
new Morningside Library was built along with a 
children’s splash pad. The strip plaza on the north east 
corner of Morningside and Kingston road under went a 
major face lift.

The Coronation Community Association of West 
Hill began an annual community cleanup and a Fall 
Fair. We planted a spring garden in Eastview Park, 
through our work with the Community Police 
Liaison Committee we played a leading role in the 
spring Police Open House and BBQ.

Our Fall picnic is growing this year into a huge 
fall event at Heron Park, coordinated with the help 
of Toronto Parks, Recreation and Forests along with 
the Manse Valley Community Association.  
 
New building enclaves are popping up all along 
Kingston Rd, a new Children’s splash pad is planned 
for Eastview park. For better or worse, we are in the 
midst of a transformation of our community. We’d 
love to have your help to monitor it and advocate for 
changes that will better our lives. Change is coming, 
we just want to see it come for the best.

Happy New Year Residents of Coronation West Hill: 
 
February has certainly shown itself as a month to be reckoned 
with!  With two huge winter storms hitting our City and all of 
southern Ontario, we certainly saw a lot of white stuff. Not since 
1999 have we had this much accumulation in such short a time.  
T o keep all of the roads and sidewalks cleared, was quite a 
challenge for City staff, as well as the contractors we hired.  
This year it’s a total of 1,500 people. 
 
On the table this month at City Hall is the 2008 Operating 
Budget.  The lively debates have already started and I am happy 
to note that residents are writing and calling in to me with their 
views and comments on what they have read.  Please continue to 
do this as I need to be aware of how you stand on issues. 
 
One of the issues which will directly affect households, which I 
in fact did not support at City Council, is our new solid waste 
management system which includes new garbage and recycling 
bins.  Much of our community has taken delivery of the bins.  If 
you would like to read further on the waste diversion project 
please view: www.toronto.ca/target70 or call 416-392-BINS 
(2467) to speak with a trained representative or feel free to direct 
your questions to my office. 
 
Please be kind to your neighbours.  With the snow brings on 
concerns of illegally parked cars on your community streets.  In 
order for snow ploughs to properly clear the road it must be free 
of all vehicles. With the last two snow falls there were several 
instances where high snow drifts were created by the ploughs, as 
cars parked on the road created a wall; making it impossible for 
the street to be cleared from side to side.  This is also costly as the 
ploughs have to then return to clear the area once the car has been 
dug out. Most community roads have in place a 3hr street parking 
by-law, some have a “No parking 2am-6am”.  Parking 
enforcement will ticket all vehicles not abiding by the by-law.  If 
the same vehicle is ticketed on three consecutive days then it can 
be towed on the third day. So please be aware of this.  
Abandoned vehicles will be towed upon one visit. 
 
I will be hosting a Town Hall meeting in the community on 
Thursday March 6, 2008 at Maplewood High School located at 
150 Galloway Road.  This is an opportunity for residents to 
bring forward any questions about our City, Community or 
comments on how to better your neighbourhood. 
 
Planning Staff has been invited to attend the March 6; Town Hall 
Meeting to speak on a proposal for a low rise condominium at the 
corner of Payzac and Kingston Rd. Currently the site of a derelict 
gas station, the new owner desires to build an 8-storey structure 
which conforms to the existing zoning.  The zoning was created a 
few years ago when the City implemented the Kingston Road 
Incremental Growth Study. Its main goal was to make it more 
attractive for car lots and motels to sell to higher density use 
establishments.  The only application necessary is for Site Plan 
Approval, which staff is currently working through with the 
applicant.  A drawing of the proposed building will be displayed 
along with landscaping and architectural design.   
 

�
On Waldock Street, Eastview Park has been selected as the new 
site for a splash pad.  The Parks and Recreation Department is 
planning to have it installed this summer.  It will serve to enhance 
the existing playground and ball diamonds, making it much more 
functional for the surrounding neighbourhood.  I will be hosting a 
community meeting to display the proposed design for the new 
splash pad on February 28th.  A notice will be delivered to all 
residents so they can view the plans, timelines and give their 
input to our Parks staff who will be present.   
 
If residents have any questions regarding the construction on the 
property known as the French Avenue extension please do 
contact my office or Mr. Bill Stamatopoulos, Manager, Building 
Inspections 416-396-7317 .  In the past residents had concerns 
regarding the grading at the property; the exterior landscaping 
work needs to be in place before staff can comment as to 
whether or not the grades are where they are supposed to be and 
as shown on the permit drawings 
 
Last summer we had some reports on graffiti in the ward.  I am 
very vigilant on this item and would like any illegal street 
advertising signs or graffiti reported to my constituency office at: 
416-396-7222.

To the Honourable Margaret Best    March 11th 2008 
 
As Scarborough residents who live in your constituency, we are asking you to address the issue 
of the Province’s shortfall in paying for programs initiated by your Government but being paid 
by the Cities in Ontario. 
 
These programs are in fact paid for by the Citizens of Ontario twice, once through our 
provincial taxes and then burdened on us through our municipal taxes. It is time for the 
Provincial government to pay its bills and stop hindering its own citizens.  
 
Toronto, as Ontario's largest city, is the economic engine of this province. If Toronto is to 
maintain its standing as a strong city worthy of international investment, it needs the support of 
the Provincial government. Even when Federal and Provincial spending in Toronto is taken 
into account, Torontonians pay $10 billion more in taxes than is returned to the City. 
 
For the past several years, Toronto's property taxpayers have been paying the Province's bills 
for programs that the City is required to deliver, but is not properly funded to do so. The 
Province has taken some steps to resolve the problem, however Toronto's taxpayers continue to 
pay for Provincial services like Welfare and Court Security - services that should not be paid 
for by property taxes.  
 
Toronto residents and businesses are doing their part to support their city. The new land 
transfer tax and a personal vehicle ownership tax, along with property taxes, support the City's 
efforts to maintain service levels. We are helping the City financially and have been left out of 
pocket. It is now time for the Province to give its residents some of their tax dollars back by 
placing them into the municipalities in which they live.  With the new 2008 recommended 
property tax increase of 3.75%, residents are reaching further into their pockets.  
 
To resolve the problem, the Province needs to upload the Ontario Disability Support Program 
and the Ontario Drug Benefit Program as well as transit and social housing costs which were 
downloaded on the City under former Premier Mike Harris.  Further assistance can come in the 
form of the Province living up to the original formulas for all share-cost programs.  This would 
include the Province not "capping" their share, but also making adjustments for inflation.  
These steps would relieve the pressures on the City of Toronto's shoulders and that of its 
residents. 
 
When this is done it will demonstrate the Province’s willingness to work with its constituencies 
to build a prosperous City that provides opportunity for everyone.

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Mystery of West Hill’s Totem Pole 
 

The installation of a 15 foot totem pole in 
Morningside Park was intended to be an event, 
not an adventure and a mystery. The Pole was a 
creation of the Monarch Park Project by Mr. 
Dorsey, part of an effort to beautify our parks 
and is the second Totem to be raised in the City. 
The project was completed with the assistance of 
30 youths from the Malvern community.  

 

The totem was built in a collaborative effort 
between the Toronto and the Regional 
Conservation Authority, the Scarborough Arts 
Counsel, Dorsey (a professional sculptor) and 
the students from Malvern. The magnificent 
totem pole was made from a recycled hydro pole 
gracefully carved from top to bottom.  

 

 
 

 

 

How such a large object could have 
been spirited out of the Park was a 
mystery. Police speculated that it 
would have taken six people and a 
truck to remove the pole. Fortunately 
the truth proved much simpler than 
that once the mystery was solved. It 
had just been rolled into some distant 
bushes and was later found by two 
Toronto residents who had strolled off 
the Park's main pathway. 

At over 416 acres, Morningside is by 
far the largest park in West Hill and 
one of the most beautiful and 
interesting in the City of Toronto. 
Connecting to the University of 
Toronto grounds and Colonel Danforth  

The first totem had been created back in 2004 as part of 
the Monarch Project, an attempt to involve youths i n 
artistic and environmental initiatives to improve t he 
community. 
 

However, the day before the Pole was to be raised, it 
went missing. The theft of the pole outraged the 
community and made headlines in all the Toronto pap ers. 
To lose this work of art after so much time and att ention 
had been lavished on its creation, was heart-breaking.

Although the totem was erected at the end of the third 
parking lot, due to the vastness of the park, and despite 
the size of the pole, the totem is easily missed. Although 
not deliberately hidden  to be seen, it still needs to be 
found. 
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New Waste Management Blue Recycle and Garbage Bins 
 

At the June 20, 2007 Toronto City Council meeting, Council approved a new plan to achieve 70% Diversion from Landfill.  This 
diversion goal, including a new funding system, the volume-based rate structure, to pay for the required additional programs and 
services. A key feature of the plan includes delivering new Blue Bins and Garbage Bins, which will replace current blue/grey 
boxes and garbage bags/cans, to all single-family households starting with the Scarborough community in December 2007, 
working westward across Toronto during 2008. 
 

Background - Why the change to new bins? 
The City of Toronto is launching a new automated collection service across Toronto that will involve providing all houses 
receiving curb side collection with new Blue Bins for recycling and Garbage Bins by the end of 2008. The City is targeting 70% 
waste diversion from landfill by 2010. These new Blue Bins and Garbage Bins, which replace current containers, are two of the 
tools that will help us reach our diversion goal.  

  

When can I expect to get my new bin(s)? 
Single-family houses in the Scarborough community will receive their bins first starting in December 2007 through into January 
2008. 

  

Do I have to pay for these new bins? 
The City is providing the new Blue Bins to residents free of charge. They will remain the property of the City of Toronto and are 
given to you for your use. There is no cost for recycling collection or green bin organics and yard waste collection. 
For both the Blue Bin and Garbage Bin, residents should choose their bin carefully because it’s likely a fee will be applied for 
change in bin size.  
 

Will the City add new items to its recycling program?  
Plastic film is one of the types of material the City anticipates adding to the program. Plastic film may include grocery sacks, retail 
store sacks, bread, sandwich and bulk food bags, dry cleaning bags, diaper outer bags and frozen food bags. 

 

Bin Ordering  
What Blue Bin size choices do I have? 
There are three size choices for Blue Bins: Medium, Large and Extra-large. 
 

1. Medium Blue Bin = 2 blue boxes  2.  Large Blue Bin = 4 blue boxes 3.  Extra-Large Blue Bin = 6 blue boxes  
 



Beware of a new ATM scam.  You have just 
inserted your ATM card in the bank machine 
and your card gets stuck.

You leave at this point and once 
you’re out of sight the “good” samaritan 
retrieves your card ( he knows how, because he 
jimmed the bank machine in the first place) and 
since he has memorized your PIN number he 
proceeds to empty your bank account. 
 
Crime Down 8.1% in our Area! 
 
Your Coronation Community Association is a 
member of the CPLC (Community Police Liaison 
Committee) and as such meets monthly with other 
Community Groups and the Police Department 
regarding policing and safety issues within the 
Division 43 Boundaries.  Now that Division 43 has 
been up & running for well over a year, we have 
been able to conduct a crime comparative analysis 
and have found that crime is down 8.1% in 2007 
compared to 2006.

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Using Plastic Containers in the Microwave 
 
Many plastic items are marked with a resin ID code – usually a number (1 through 7) or a letter abbreviation – 
which indicates a particular type of plastic. The code is typically found on the bottom of a container and is often 
displayed inside a three-arrow recycling symbol, that looks like a triangle. Resin ID codes are used to help identify 
different plastics for recycling, but they do not provide guidance on the safe or intended use of a product and 
should not be used for this purpose.  
 
Here are some things to keep in mind when using the microwave: 

·  Most takeout containers, water bottles, and plastic tubs or jars made to hold margarine, yogurt, whipped 
topping, and foods such as cream cheese, mayonnaise, and mustard are not microwave-safe.  

·  Microwavable takeout dinner trays are formulated for one-time use only and will say so on the package.  
·  Don’t microwave plastic storage bags or plastic bags from the grocery store.  
·  Before microwaving food, be sure to vent the container: Leave the lid ajar, or lift the edge of the cover.  
·  Don’t allow plastic wrap to touch food during microwaving because it may melt. Wax paper, kitchen 

parchment paper, or white paper towels are alternatives.  
·  If you’re concerned about plastic wraps or containers in the microwave, transfer food to glass or ceramic 

containers labelled for microwave oven use.

NEW CONDOMINIUM TO BE BUILD IN 
WEST HILL 
 
Morningside Crossing isn't the only major 
construction slated for West Hill in the New year. 
 
Ward 43 City Councillor Paul Ainslie's office has 
just confirmed that an 8 story condominium is 
planned for 4151 Kingston Road, on the site 
variously known as the Petro Mart or the Shamrock 
gas station, beside Johnson Chevrolet. The 
application complies with the existing zoning and 
would only require site plan approval before it could 
proceed. 
 
According to Ainslie, "The drawings demonstrate an 
attractive building for this site and I have asked staff 
to ensure that a number of trees be added to the 
plan." 
 
The Councillor was in the process of arranging his 
own community meeting for February 2008 to 
discuss the proposed development because City staff 
have advised him that a community meeting is not 
mandated for such an application. 

 
The mixed use building would contain some street 
level retail along with the privately owned 
condominiums. The Payzac and Kingston Road 
Building would not likely be completed until 2009. 

 
Having disused gas stations turned into 
condominiums instead of used car lots will be a 
refreshing change. 
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BED BUGS 
 
Yes, Toronto has a bed bug 
problem.  Apparently the bed 
bug infestation is spreading 
rapidly thorough the city.  Those 
at greatest risk of having these 
unwanted bed fellows, are those 
that live in apartments, town 
houses and sleep at hotels and 
rooming houses.  There is no 
known insecticide that will 
eradicate this strain of bed bug. 
They can be as small as a grain 
of pepper and like to live in 
sheets, bed covers and 
mattresses.  The most cost-
effective solution is to place 
bedclothes in a clothes dryer 
and set the dryer on medium 
heat for 15 minutes.  This is not 
practical for the mattress so 
vacuum the mattress regularly, 
particularly the piping that runs 
around the edge of the mattress.   
If necessary call an 
exterminator.  The Exterminator 
will place the mattress in a large 
plastic bag and heat the 
mattress up for 15 minutes to 
kills the bugs.

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Did you know about  
Bisphenol A?  
 
Bisphenol A Fact sheet. 
 
What is Bisphenol A?  
Bisphenol A (BPA) is a synthetic chemical 
compound used in a wide range of consumer 
products and is classed by the Government of 
Canada as a hormone disruptor.  
You can read all the latest research and 
news about bisphenol A in the Toxic Nation 
blog . Check out the "news articles" ,

Who is exposed to Bisphenol A?  
Everyone! Bisphenol A is found in many 
everyday products including food cans, 
plastic water containers and baby bottles. A 
study in the US found that 95% of people 
tested had been exposed to BPA.  
 
Why is it a concern?  
Bisphenol A is a hormone disruptor. Studies 
have linked low-dose BPA exposure with such 
effects as: permanent changes to genital 
tract; increase prostate weight; decline in 
testosterone; breast cells predisposed to 
cancer; prostate cells more sensitive to 
hormones and cancer; and hyperactivity.  
 
Where is it used?  
BPA is primarily used to make polycarbonate 
plastic food and beverage containers, 
plastic food wrap, and epoxy resins that are 
used to line metal cans for food, such as 
cans of soup. Polycarbonate plastic food and 
beverage containers that contain BPA will be 
labeled recycling symbol #7 . However, not 
all recycling symbol #7 containers will be 
made with BPA.  
 
How can I be exposed?  
The BPA in products can leach out and be 
subsequently ingested by people.  
 
What are alternatives to Bisphenol A?  
Until there is a ban on Bisphenol A, the 
best alternative is to avoid food and 
beverage containers that contain the 
chemical. Use glass or stainless steel 
refillable drinking bottles, instead of hard 
plastic ones. For juice or other drinks, 
it's best to use lined aluminum bottles. 
Stainles s steel bottles are great for water.
