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It's great to have a vigorous community association in the 
Coronation and West Hill areas for many reasons, one of 
which is the amount of ongoing change that needs to be 
reviewed within the context of residents' interests.  My 
update will reflect just some of those issues that have been 
discussed with your association. 
  
As of early August a date at the Ontario Municipal Board 
had not yet been set to hear the developer's appeal for the 
French Avenue properties. These are the two lots that were 
sold by the City for one home each.  A developer purchased 
them with the sole purpose of dividing each property in 
two. The application for severance was turned down by 
the Community Association, myself, and the Committee of 
Adjustment. 
Undeterred the developer has asked for a decision from the 
Ontario Municipal Board. Council has approved that the 
Committee's decision be defended by the City Solicitor at 
City expense. 
There's a fair amount of investment planned for Lawrence 
and Kingston. A preliminary plan was reviewed at Council 
for the Montoro Motel property (4274 Kingston at 
Galloway) and for a couple of properties to the north. The 
proponent has an interest in turning this larger site into 
townhomes. I expect it will go to a community consultation 
in the autumn. On the north side of Kingston at number 
4200, Habitat for Humanity has purchased the property.  . 
They have the intent to build townhomes. We have 
suggested that they first get a positive recommendation for 
their concept from the City's Planning staff prior to 
engaging my office or the community association. And on 
the south side of Lawrence Avenue at 4097 near Galloway 
a developer is rethinking his application after staff, your 
association and I recommended a much less  

dense application would be appropriate. At 4177 Lawrence 
near Morningside the townhouses are scheduled to go on 
sale either the first or second week after Labour Day. 
  
In early August about fifty residents attended a safety audit 
session for the Kingston - Galloway - Morningside area.  
Volunteers quickly broke into teams of about five to eight 
under the supervision of a trained auditor, and then assessed 
various areas that need attention to 
enhance safety. The results will then go to City staff, the 
Police and other agencies to undertake corrective action. I'll 
be reporting back on the issues through your community 
association. 
  
As always I welcome your comments on any municipal 
matter and the opportunity to be of service.

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into the French Rd extension between Kitchener and 
Poplar Roads. The lot was barely large enough to 
accommodate two homes and the City Planning 
Commission, who rejected the developer’s request for 
a variance, endorsed our opposition. Unfortunately he 
has decided to appeal the verdict to the OMB where 
we will continue to oppose this plan. 

We also opposed the construction of a 
subsidized apartment building for people with 
emotional disorders next to the Day Care at Lawrence 
and Galloway. We felt both the density of the 
proposed building, and its location next to the day 
care, were inappropriate. 

From our advocacy for Community Safety as 
members of the Community Police Liaison Committee 
to exciting plans to beautify our parks, to active 
encouragement of the creation of a Business 
Improvement Area along Kingston Rd., to future plans 
to improve the quality of life in the area, your 
Community Association is proving to be a real voice 
for positive change in our neighbourhood.

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If we thought the weather was bad on Clean 

Up Day, we were totally unprepared for the heavy and 
relentless rain that accompanied our first Community 
garage Sale. We had taken out an ad in the Mirror to 
publicize the event. I know many of you took 
advantage of the ad to plan your own garage sales that 
day, ensured that the publicity would bring out hordes 
of potential customers. My wife and I spent hours 
getting set up and the rain cruelly held off until the last 
of our sales items were in place and then the skies 
opened and one of the heaviest rainfalls in living 
memory drenched the area causing severe flooding in 
many parts of the city. However, we shouldn’t 
complain, we made a dollar on one early morning sale! 
By the time Neighbours Night Out arrived, the 
weather had given up trying to defeat us and had come 
to realize that we would preserver no matter what.  If 
you weren’t among those who joined us on that day, 
perhaps you noticed us out walking around the 
Neighbourhood.  Maybe you will be willing to come 
out to some of the events we have planned through the 
winter. 

On a more serious note, we were very active in 
opposing plans by a developer to squeeze four homes 
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Thieves look for easy opportunities and quick entry to your 
house. The following list provides some ideas you can do to 
minimize your risk. 
 
1.  Check all exterior doors and frames to ensure they are 

sufficiently strong to with stand forcible entry. 
Ensure that deadbolts have been properly installed.  If 
deadbolt is within 1 meter or 3 feet of a window install the 
type of deadbolt with key on inside and remove the key.  If 
you have exterior doors that swing out, your hinges are 
exposed and need to be secured so the hinge pins can not 
be removed.  Patio door are a favourite point of entry – 
install locking pins through the door and frame, even a 
piece of wood in the track can prevent the door from being 
jimmied open. 

2. Garage doors should be kept down and locked. Most 
garages have some tools in them and these provide the 
thief with the equipment to break into your house.  If you 
have entry to the house from the garage, ensure this door is 
secured the same as all exterior doors. 

 
3.     Windows should all be equipped with reliable latching 

devices, security pins or nails. Ensure that loose rocks and 
wood or other material, outside the house that can be used 
to break the window are removed. Burglar resistant glass is 
another option for windows near doors or windows in 
doors. 

 
4. Cat /dog entrances and older houses with milk boxes are 

another entry point.  You should ensure these openings are 
small enough to prevent even a child from gaining access.  
They should also be equipped with a lock. 

 

5. Good adequate outdoor lighting at all doors.  Always 
check outside to determine who is at the door before 
opening the door.  It is wise to put these lights on timers. 

 

6. Make your house look lived in.  Use timers on lights, Put 
the radio on when you go out and make sure it is loud 
enough to be heard from outside. If you have the option, 
leave a car in the driveway. When you’re going to be away 
for a period of time let your neighbours know. Arrange to 
have a neighbour put some of his/her garbage in front of 
your house on garbage day and keep your mail box empty. 
.  Cancel papers and deliveries. Make arrangements to 
have your lawn cut or snow removed.  In most cases you 
should have a relative or trusted neighbour enter the house 
periodically to check the premises (this might be a 
requirement of your insurance policy.)

7. High fences or shrubs screen the areas around your 
house and give thieves greater time to enter your 
house.  Lighting these areas reduces their opportunity. 

 

8. Remember to always lock your car, ensure valuables 
are not visible in your car.  Garden sheds should be 
locked as they generally contain tools that can be used 
to force a door or window.  

 

9. Thieves, once they enter your house, are in a hurry to 
get in and get out. They will look for valuables in the 
obvious places.  Place things of value like jewellery 
hidden away in unusual places (like the freezer). 
Don’t leave cash in or on your dresser.  Always put 
your wallet or purse in a cupboard or a drawer.  TVs 
VCR and DVD players can be inscribed with your 
name and address, and if stolen and recovered the 
police can contact you.  

 

10. If you have a video recorder it is always wise to take a 
few minutes and make a video of your home and its 
contents.  It is surprising how difficult it is to 
remember all the items you had once they are gone 
and you are trying to compile a list of missing items. 
If you are having people over, before they arrive 
check to ensure nothing of value is left unprotected. 

 
Remember these are some guidelines.  The most important 
thing if you see a crime in progress, or are a victim of it, report 
it immediately.
