Part of the funding for the new equipment is through
the federal stimulus program. | would like to thank our
Parks and Recreation staff for working with my office to
bring this project forward.

Parks Construction will remove the existing
playground equipment, excavate the site and install
subdrainage tiles prior to the installation of the new play
equipment and safety surface (wood chip carpet). At the
same time, Parks Construction will install two new
benches as | had requested.

All but one piece of existing
playground equipment will be replaced.
An existing spring teeter will be
reinstalled with the new playground.
The playground area will be reshaped
to accommodate the new equipment as
well as ensure that the playground is
entirely on City property.

The replacement equipment will
consist of a senior playstructure for
ages 5-12; a junior playstructure for
ages 2-5; four belt swings, four baby
swings, and a new spring toy. The
woodchips that are replacing the sand
will make the playground area more
accessible for wheelchairs and baby
strollers.

The senior playstructure will
consist of five platforms with varying

heights ranging from 36" to 72 ". Attached to these
platforms will be: accessible stairs, stepping pods, a
horizontal loop ladder, a side by side double polymer
plastic slide, a fire or slide pole, a steering wheel, a
narrow bridge between two platforms, an inclined rock
wall, a curved polymer plastic climber, a polymer plastic
wavy slide, and a pod climber.

The junior playstructure will have two platforms,
both with heights of 36" . Attached to these platforms will
be: accessible stairs, a cloverleaf climber, a curved
polymer plastic slide, a polymer plastic crawl tube
between platforms, a loop arch climber, a double plastic
slide, and a steering wheel.

In addition, there will be four belt swings for older
children and adults, and four baby or bucket swings
for infants. A spring toy will also be installed for the
younger children and as | had previously mentioned, the
existing teeter will be reinstalled.

Itis our hope that this new playground will be installed
as quickly as possible so our community can enjoy this
wonderful new facility.

It is a pleasure to wish you all a very happy spring
and planting season. Although the official launch for the
Spring clean up is April 7 the City's Works Division has
already begun it's process of cleaning the streets along
with the construction of filling pot holes. City crews have
had an opportunity to start this work early this season as
the weather has been very co-operative.

Roads are one of the top priorities for the City this
year with more than $300 million being allocated to
improve the quality of the city's roads and bridges. many
projects are taking place in Ward 43 from major/minor
watermain repairs/replacements and road resurfacing,
which includes the repaving of Lawrence Avenue from
Kingston Road to Meadowvale Road. Every Friday |
drive through the entire Ward to report road repair s
and graffiti along with any other municipal matter
which needs to be addressed.

City Hall: In January | introduced three motions, two
have moved on for further consideration. My motion to
change the composition of the Toronto Transit
Commission Board of Directors to include members of
the public turned into a rather heated debate at the
Executive Committee Meeting on March 1. | did receive
some support but in the end the motion was quashed by
the committee who thought it was too radical. | will
continue to bring this issue up as | believe that the
composition should have Citizen Members as do other
major Public Transit Boards in North America. The TTC
is actually the only major public transit system which
does not have any citizen members. My motion
requested a Citizen Advisory Committee instead of the
"Blue Ribbon" task force which the TTC wants to
establish has been forwarded to the TTC Commissions
and the third motion requested that term limits be set for
City Councillors who sit on agencies, boards,
commissions and corporations is sitting with the City
Manager for review. All three of these motions | believe
need to be implemented to see some real change at the
TTC and on all of the Toronto City Boards.

Toronto Transit Commission Proposed Light Rail
Transit: At this time the TTC has collected the
communities comments regarding the proposed Light
Rail Transit for the Scarborough Malvern line. I am
continuing to speak to the General Manager for the TTC,
Gary Webster on the issues which our community will
face with the design his team has put forward. At this

time the TTC is also hearing from constituents across the

City who have similar issues with proposals made for
their communities. We are not alone in requesting
changes to the proposals. Funding for the Scarborough
Malvern line is not in place, giving us an opportunity to
continue to request changes to the proposal.

Ward 43 on the move: Our community is gaining
momentum with the many uplifting recognitions and
programming for Ward 43. This winter the National Ballet
of Canada joined the Mornelle Community by offering
children to participate in a very special program created
in partnership with the Boys' and Girls' Club of East
Scarborough, where the children will receive an
opportunity to dance with certified ballet teachers.
Maplewood High School located on Galloway Road is a
finalist for the "Green Toronto Awards" in the youth
category for all of their green initiatives. This school is
fantastic. It encourages students to plant in their on-site
greenhouse as well as express themselves by
beautifying the community. Last year they painted a
mural behind Chapman's Building Supplies.
